Dick’s ministry, both in his ministry to (and friendship with)
others and in others’ ministry to (and friendship with) him. I’'m also certain that there has been difficult times as well.
One doesn’t make a 40-year commitment to anything without some trials along the way. I'm sure any of you married
couples who have hit the 40-year mark can relate to that!

What an accomplishment! What an event to celebrate!
