Pastoral Column
We want to thank all of you who took the time to fill out the Tri-Parish Planning Survey. We are currently 
working on recording the data and typing up the responses. This is just one part of an on-going process by 
which our parishes continue to plan for the future of the Catholic church in southern Sheboygan and 
Northern Ozaukee counties. It will be a challenging process for all of us. There will be a lot of discussion 
and we will not all agree on what are the best options for our future. 

I encourage all of us to be open to listening to each other with respect and open minds. We love our church 
buildings. They are so much a part of our faith and family histories. Our ancestors worked hard to build our 
churches to ensure the future of the Catholic faith. We also worry about the cost of keeping up all of our 
aging buildings in a Church with decreasing attendance and in a society of rising heating, electrical and 
maintenance costs.

As we continue to plan for our future, let us remember that the Church is the People of God. Our main 
concern is how to best care for the spiritual and pastoral needs of the people. 

We would like to begin to respond to some of the concerns and questions that arose on the survey 
responses. We cannot respond to some of the concerns until our tri-parish planning committee meets again 
to discuss the responses. However, some of the concerns are easy to address, and so we can respond to 
some of them without further discussion.

What about the cemeteries? No matter what happens to the future of our parishes, the cemeteries remain a 
part of our parish/es. They remain open and our parish/es continue to provide perpetual care for each of 
them. If you already have a plot purchased in one of our cemeteries, you will certainly be able to be buried 
in your plot. This is true for all our cemeteries, including those at chapels that no longer have regular 
Masses (like Little Kohler, Cascade and Adell).



Many folks brought up the shortage of priests. This is a reality for our today’s church and for many years to 
come. We have been told by the Archdiocese that when the time comes that one of our co-pastors leaves our 
parishes (through retirement or any other reason), it is highly likely that he will not be replaced and we will 
be down to one priest for our cluster. We have to think of creative ways that we can alleviate the workload 
on a single priest. In addition, we have to find ways to make our cluster more attractive to future priests who 
might be looking to come here. Although the Archdiocese appoints pastors, they have some input into 
where they are assigned. What can we do to make pastoring our parishes more attractive to prospective 
pastors in the future? How can we develop a stronger atmosphere of collaboration, cooperation and 
Christian care for one another that will inspire future pastors to want to minister to and with us? Also, what 
can we do to help the vocation shortage in the future? Certainly, we can pray, but we must do more. We 
have a woman in our cluster who actively works for future vocations. Can we find more volunteers to work 
with her in this endeavor?
